Updating your will may feel daunting, but 
it’s vital your will reflects your wishes. A 
regularly updated will can ensure your 
wishes are acted upon after you pass away.

To reduce Inheritance Tax 
Not only is the amount you leave to 
charity exempt from Inheritance Tax, but 
if you leave 10% or more to charity, the 
tax liability on the rest of the estate will 
go down from 40% to 36%. This means 
leaving a gift to charity could also help 
your children, family and friends.
